From its beginnings in 1997, as a single contact for funding applications and distribution, Habitat Minnesota has adapted many 
times over the years. Each year, Habitat Minnesota works hard to better serve affi  liates so they can, in turn, partner with more 
families around the state and world. Our work also helps to elevate the need for and importance of homeownership statewide 
and to build the capacity of Habitat all over the state!
